Stainless steel tube
and strip are combined into a proprietary facade
system called “Stripweave”. It provides an optimal

balance between transparency and reflectivity for the
hot and sunny climate of the region. As a material,
higher alloyed ferritic grade 444 was identified as

the best choice for the project. As an iron, chromium,
molybdenum alloy, it is particularly price stable.

The added molybdenum provides the necessary
corrosion resistance for an urban environment.
